 On this 06th May 2016 

Whereas the Petitioner initiated this matter on Judicial Corruption, purely in the public interest and on 29th March 2016 the Petition, Affidavit and marked documents were filed in Court with copies of the same delivered at the Registry with Notices addressed to all the Respondents to be served on them    

And whereas this matter is supported with convincing evidence of corruption in the Superior Court System in Sri Lanka involving 4 Chief Justices, including the incumbent Chief Justice K Sripavan and the incumbent President of the Court of Appeal (6th to 10th Respondents), that amounts to clear abuse of people’s Judicial power which is to be exercised purely on trust  

And whereas on 15th Dec 2015 the Petitioner duly reported the said Judicial Corruption to the 1st Respondent (Ref: P46) for the purpose of initiating a credible and independent inquiry, which however the 1st Respondent has failed to perform  

And whereas the said improper conduct of the 1st Respondent amounts to clear violation of its statutory duty vested under Section 4 of the Commission to Investigate Allegations of Bribery or Corruption Act No 19 of 1994

And whereas the Supreme Court, which exercises people’s immutable and sovereign judicial power enshrined in the Constitution (Article 3 & 4), too has ignored this matter [SC (Writs) No: 03/2016] and not listed it for support as per the Petitioner’s request made in the Motion dated 28th March 2016 
And whereas the said stand taken by the Supreme Court amounts to violation of its statutory obligation under the Constitution (Article 105) that requires the Court to exercise people’s judicial power to protect, vindicate and enforce people’s sovereign rights  
And whereas the stand taken by the Court on the Judicial Corruption referred to in the Petition invariably affirms the serious allegations levelled against the Government of Sri Lanka by the United Nations Human Rights Council in its Resolution cosponsored by the Government of Sri Lanka itself and adopted on 01st Oct 2015 (Ref: P34), which emphasises the need for    accountability (in the Administration of Justice) which is essential in upholding the Rule of Law to build people’s confidence (ref: paragraph 6 of P34), implying  the lack of accountability in the Justice System of Sri Lanka as at present
And whereas the said Resolution is backed by a proposal of the Government of Sri Lanka to establish a Judicial Mechanism led by individuals with integrity and impartiality (ref: paragraph 6 of P34)
And whereas the Bar Association of Sri Lanka too has endorsed the stand taken by the United Nations and the Government of Sri Lanka in the said Resolution and issued a statement stressing the point, that over a period of time the independence and credibility of the judicial and prosecutorial systems have failed to meet the confidence of the people resulting in an erosion of the people’s confidence in the Sri Lanka’s Justice System  (ref: P2)

And whereas no directions have been given to the Registrar by the Court to serve Notices on the Respondents, compelling the Petitioner to serve the Notices direct on the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights and the Bar Association of Sri Lanka (13th and 14th Respondents), who have been cited in the Petition for the purpose of serving Notices only    

Wherefore, The Petitioner with due respect requests the Hon’ Chief Justice to exercise the Constitutional Obligations vested in him, in terms of the Article 132 (3) (iii) of the Constitution fairly and reasonably and appoint a Bench of 7 Judges to hear and determine this case which has a greater National Importance, on any of the following days.
