Diplomatic Briefing. UN says minimum 2683 dead and 7241 injured but fails to mention it knows  majority killed by Government shelling and two thirds killed inside the “no fire zones” set up by Government to protect civilians. (annex 104)





UN team confirmed 7,737 dead and 18479 injured. Number leaks & some UN officials cast doubt on its reliability.





UN Mission Report: 5000 civilians killed or injured, many young children. At least 1000 killed and 3000 injured from 20 Jan-5 Feb (para 22)





Resident Coordinator estimated could be 3000 killed  since 20 Jan 2009 {para 24)





Pillay’s statement was “by far the strongest UN language on the situation throughout the conflict”
